There is little of substance that comes across here.  The language tries to emulate the hyperbolic style but only seems to play with it in a slightly sophomoric way.  There is some awareness of the text evident but not of the use of these characters and little that manages to get beneath only superficial treatment of the novel.
There isn't an appropriate topic here that reveals critical study of this novel.  The organization is coherent even if there is no stronger larger purpose obvious.  Language, too, is readable though the pastiche style of the letter is, again, more cartoonish that conveying meaningful analysis.
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
